IT IS OUR 20
TH

 ANNIVERSARY !!  and thinking back, there were two 

things which led me to make the decision to form a Charity.  
 

One was the first órescueô that came my way. It was a Summerôs evening when 

David Rice, my long time boyfriend came home with a young dog he had 

scooped from the railway line which ran through the óBritish Steel 

Corporationô site at Bilston in the West Midlands. It was a windy day and the 

little dog had been playing with a rag, tossing it into the air and then chasing it. 

He was a happy little soul and as he was black we named him ñJetò. We loved 

fostering him and shortly afterwards we re-homed him with a middle aged 

couple in Sedgley who adored him. Over the years, we saw ñJetò on several 

occasions. Little did I realise that this act would change my life so radically. 
 

The second reason was the great frustration I experienced, every time I 

witnessed various groups expending much energy at committee meetings and 

precious little on rescuing animals or authorising veterinary treatment. And so, 

ñFriends of the Animalsò was born !!  It has been quite a journey and along the 

way many thousands of animalsô lives have been saved, more than 20,000 

have been spayed/neutered and great suffering has - on a daily basis - been 

alleviated. Right from the very beginning, we appreciated that fundraising, 

rescuing and adminô were of equal importance ï because none of the three can 

happen without the other two. This practical, compassionate and motivated 

approach has enabled us to really make a difference to animalsô lives.  
 

Two of our first and most memorable rescues 

were of óSammyô the Collie puppy (left) and 

óDugô. óSammyô lived on the 18
th
 floor of a 

Birmingham tower block and we picked him up 

after his owner had thrown a chip pan of hot oil 

over him. Great swathes of fur were missing and 

never grew back, but with our care he survived.  
 

óDugô was born underground and a team of us 

literally dug him 

out of what was a 

warren of tunnels 

in a grassy bank 

at a Steel 

Stockholders. Starting early one Sunday 

morning and taking great care to ensure the 

bank did not collapse, took five of us all day. I 

never give up and eventually - we got him !!
