It has been 21 long years, since I 
embarked on the journey which is 
óFriends of the Animalsô. We began in 
what was at the time, my flat in Oldbury  
and we are now, not too far short of 
having spent TWO MILLION Ãôs on 
veterinary treatment.  In addition to 
running four branches, we are funding 
more than 460 animals and an employee 
at a Sanctuary in Warwickshire.   
 

2011 has been a year of records for 
óFriends of the Animalsô ! Weôve rescued 
a record number of animals, weôve fed  a 
record number of animals, weôve re -
homed  a record number of animals, 
weôve micro -chipped  a record number 
of animals, weôve provided veterinary 
treatment  for a record number of 
animals ï which has alleviated great 
suffering ï and weôve just reached our 
23,000 th  spay/neuter !!  All great 
positives, of which the Charity is 

justifiably proud. However, another 
record has unfortunately  been reached ï 
the price of feed !  We are now paying 
£40-00 for a large bale of hay and we 
use nine bales a week.  
 

You may recall, the weather in April was 
wonderful, what we didnôt realise at the 
time was that April ówasô the Summer ! 
What little grass did grow was óscrubbyô 
and this has meant purchasing feed 
throughout the year. This time last year, 
these hay racks were full and it is of real 
concern that the Sanctuary is currently 
living very much from hand to mouth.  
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It is u nfortunate, the Sanctuaryôs previous fundraiser óretiredô without telling anyone 
at the Sanctuary in advance. Worse still she closed both of their Bank accounts. This 
was disastrous, as FIFTEEN YEARS of Standing Orders came to an immediate halt. 
Even worse, no details of the Sanctuaryôs supporters were passed on. Desperate 
times ï call for desperate measures and the animals are now on reduced rations. To 
ensure they survive this Winter we really do need our supporterôs financial help.  
 

Last January, the temperature at óWoolly Park Farmô went down to minus 18 degrees 
centigrade. The water pipes froze solid and our helpers braved arctic conditions as 
they struggled through deep snow in order to ensur e all of the rescued animals were 
fed, watered and safely in the shelter of the barns/poly tunnels. Last year was a real 
struggle for us and we know we are heading into this Winter, with far fewer  
resources than we had then. Added to which, the 
Farmer who owns the land has recently put the 
rent up ï and backdated it to last January !  
 

This is undoubtedly óTHE YEAR OF THE DOUBLE WAMMYô and our animals are truly 
in need of your (extra) help please. With belt tightening and a reduction in income 
throughout the country (and an increase in costs), donations have understandably 
reduced. And yet, at the same time - and for the same  reasons - the demand for 
our help has increased. This means, that without urgent and immediate help, in the 
very near future we will be saving far fewer animals. Of the 100s of incoming calls 
we receive every week almost every one is a heart tugging request for help for a sick  
or injured animal, (or a plea for help with neutering). This is in additional to the 
e.mails which flood in.
